	As we do not receive a great deal of pupil premium funding in comparison with national figures, we supplement the funding with the wider school budget to ensure that our disadvantaged children and also children from families who are ‘just about managing’ (but have not funding attached) achieve well academically, experience an opportunity and knowledge rich curriculum and have their well-being supported.
The majority of our planned actions will continue into 2025-26 but the one-year plan allows us time to reflect and measure impact year and year
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
