Part B: Review of outcomes in the previous academic year
Pupil premium strategy outcomes
This details the impact that our pupil premium activity had on pupils in the 2020 to 2021 academic year. 
	No statutory assessments in 2019-20 or 20-21
Internal assessments demonstrate that all children had made progress from their starting point despite the lockdowns meaning restricted c to face-to-face education.  Parent surveys commented favourably on the support provided by our pastoral lead/family support worker. 

2022 statutory assessments
KS2
Three children in receipt of pupil premium funding in total in Y6.
Two children achieved EXS or above in reading, writing and one maths.  Once child achieved the expected standard in maths but not quite in writing and reading despite excellent progress from her starting point.

KS1
Two children in receipt of pupil premium funding in total in Y2
One child is working at greater depth in reading and writing and at the expected standard in maths.
One child is working towards age related expectations in all three subjects and is making steady progress.

Y1
Two children in receipt of pupil premium funding in total at the end of Y1.
One child achieved 100% in the phonics screening check. This child is working at greater depth across the curriculum except in reading where they are working at age related expectations.
The other child was not registered during the assessment period and not assessed.

EYFS
Four children in receipt of pupil premium funding at the end of EYFS.
2 children were demonstrating a GLD across all areas
2 children were not yet demonstrating a GLD.

The school is satisfied that all children have made progress from their starting points academically, in terms of opportunities and experiences and have had their well-being supported.

	As we do not receive a great deal of pupil premium funding in comparison with national figures, we supplement the funding with the wider school budget to ensure that our ‘disadvantaged’ children and also children from families who are ‘just about managing’ (but have not funding attached) achieve well academically, experience an opportunity and knowledge rich curriculum and have their well-being supported.
As this figure is not set year on year and the catch-up premium is potentially a ‘one off’, the decision has been made not to do a three-year forecast. 
he majority of our planned actions will continue into 2022-23 but the one-year plan allows us time to reflect and measure impact year and year
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
